Lesson 2: Using soft 2D media of chalk, charcoal and pastel experiment creating tunnel 
                   perspective and adding colour to images in lesson 1
Lesson 3: Plan and sketch idea for final piece based. Use pencil and add soft media in 
                  appropriate colours.
Lesson 4: Develop use of tone and colour to show perspective and shape.
Lesson 5: Work to complete final piece.
