	GLOBAL
	Description of action:
We will raise funds to purchase CAFOD World Gifts. Each Key Stage will choose a world gift to support our global family. 

Faith Input:
CST - Solidarity, Human Dignity, Preferential option for the poor. 

Education input:
We will invite a CAFOD visitor into our school to deliver a World Gift Assembly to tell us more about the work of CAFOD and how our gift can help. 



	Description of action:
We will hold a fundraiser organised by the children to raise money for the Disasters Emergency Committee to support the people of Turkey & Syria following the devastating earthquake in Feb 2023. 

Faith Input:
"For I was hungry and you gave me something to eat, I was thirsty and you gave me something to drink, I was a stranger and you invited me in" Matthew 25:35 Catholic Social Teaching: human dignity, solidarity, participation, preferential option for the poor 

Education input:
Children to watch clips to inform them of recent disasters - Turkey/Syrian earthquake. As age appropriate, to know reasons and causes and how relief funding is used. Focus on Key stage assemblies on how we should support and help those in need.

	Description of action:
We will hold a coffee morning each September to raise funds for Elliotts Arc. This charity funds research into rhabdomyosarcoma. Elliott was a pupil at our school who died 1 st Dec 2022.
We will pray for all people affected by this illness here and overseas and that a cure may be found that can help all people suffering around the world. 

Faith Input:
To promote the Gospel Values that underpin Catholic Social Teaching. Fratelli Tutti - care for our sisters and brothers. We will remember Elliott and his family. 

Education input:
We will welcome a speaker from the charity to explain about where the funding will go


	LOCAL
	Description of action:
Each class will decide a community action project. To be linked to Live simply, Live sustainably, Live in solidarity. 

Faith Input:
To be alined with Catholic social teaching,Laudato S, Fratelli Tuttii

Education input:
The children will plan and participate in the project and make reports for the school newsletter and Celebration assembly. Each class should display their project. 


	Description of action:
We will link with Hanover House, a local care home. Pupils will send letters and cards. Some pupils will visit to spend time talking to and reading with the residents.

Faith Input:
Matthew 7:12 - "Do to others as you would have done to yourself" Psalm 71:9 "Do not cast me away when I am old; do not forsake me when my strength is gone."

Education input:
To encourage relationships with the elderly in our community. The pupils will find out more about the residents and what they recall about their childhood and how life was different. Pope Francis (15.06.22) “Elderly people have so much to give us because there is the wisdom of life,”

	Description of action:
The whole school will take part in Father Hudson's Care Lent Appeal.

Faith Input:
“Whatever you did for one of the least of these brothers and sisters of mine, you did for me.” - Matthew 25:40 Catholic Social Teaching: human dignity, solidarity, participation.

Education input:
We will introduce the charity and launch the appeal in a whole school assembly. We will link this with our values and virtues focus, regularly reflecting during Lent upon those who are helped by Father Hudson’s Children will create a class display and posters to show the work of the Charity.
